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THE SITUATION 
IN GAZA

It has now been five months since the 
tragic onslaught broke out across Gaza.

Relentless bombardment has claimed the lives of 
over 30,000 men, women, and children - this number 
is rising every single day. Inna Lillahi Wa Inna Illahi 
Rajioon. The deadly attacks know no bounds, with 
Rafah, a once declared ‘safe zone’, also subject to 
heavy ambush. 1.5 million are now trapped in Rafah, 
an area that was already considered overpopulated 
with the 260,000 people that initially resided there.
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Diseases are spreading and famine is rife with a rise 
in children reported to have died due to malnutrition.

The situation in Gaza is nothing short of harrowing, 
though we remain united in our solidarity and in 
our dedication to helping the people of Palestine 
– Insha’Allah!
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We are now in Phase 2 of our Emergency 
Response in Gaza.

And we have significantly increased the volume 
of our aid delivery over the last few months thanks 
to the unwavering support of our donors.

Our response following the commencement of 
the attacks was immediate, and after securing a 
Memorandum of Understanding with the Egyptian 
Red Crescent back in November, we have been 
working tirelessly to deliver as much aid as physically 
possible, navigating many struggles along the way.
As part of our Phase 2 Emergency Response, 
we are helping 302,400 men, women, and children 
- Alhamdulillah.

5,120 HYGIENE ESSENTIALS
For both men and women. These include women’s 
sanitary pads, bars of soap, toilet paper, shampoo, 
toothbrushes, toothpaste, wipes, laundry powder, 
bleach, dishwashing liquid, dish washing sponges, 
and plastic bags.
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This Ramadan, our brothers and sisters 
across Palestine will be grappling with 
unimaginable pain and suffering 
– Subhan’Allah.

Endless cases of mothers bidding farewell to their 
newborn babies, and fathers collecting their children’s 
body parts, have completely shattered our hearts. 
 
Sadly, Gaza is no stranger to deadly bombardment 
during the blessed month, though this year, Ramadan 
will be like no other for the people of Palestine.

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We will be doing all we can to help alleviate the 
suffering of our brothers and sisters during the 
month of mercy. We will continue the delivery of 
our lifesaving aid and will also be distributing iftar 
meals daily across Gaza, working to reach as many 
people as possible – Insha’Allah!
