Official reports from the Disaster Management Authority confirm that 39

districts have been declared calamity-stricken. The current toll stands at
930 930 fatalities and 1,197 injuries. The floods have also caused significant
agricultural and economic damage, with over 6,219 livestock lost.

or damaged and over 680 schools affected. A total of more than one

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Penny Appeal Humanitarian Response

Penny Appeal has consistently focused on delivering life-saving assistance in times of crisis. Earlier in
June, it provided urgent support to vulnerable communities in Punjab, and at the onset of the flood
emergency in August 2025, it promptly launched a comprehensive responsev in KP and Punjab.

Recognizing the urgent needs of affected families, Penny Appeal’s interventions have included active
participation in rescue operations, distribution of cooked meals, provision of clean drinking water,
hygiene kits, and medical aid. In addition, the organization has supplied debris removal kits and carried
out debris clearance activities to help restore safe access for communities.

So far, Penny Appeal has provided 21,327 Fresh Meals, 107,573 Litre of Safe Drinking Water, provided
Medical Aid to 2,311 people and have cleared 6.7 KM road and 554 households through Debris
Removal activity and constructed 20 washrooms as well as 20 bathing cubicles in established camps
(Bunir). Furthermore, Penny Appeal distributed 300 Debris Removal Kits, 1,136 Hygeine/Dignity Kits,
836 Tarpuline Sheets and 612 Food Pack among flood effected families. Penny Appeal remains
committed to reaching the most vulnerable with urgent life-saving support.
